Total amount of funding requested: $3500 toward $8000 Tree Trimming Work
Proposed timeline of project: As soon as funding is available for the two-day project

Describe the project overall and detail how the requested funding wilt be utilized:
The Ivinson Mansion/Laramie Plains Museum property is a showcase for heritage
flowers, shrubs and trees tended by LGC. The evergreens and deciduous trees on
the property have grown tall and stately so that the property heralds some of
Laramie’s finest lawns and gardens. With that growth has come unsightly and
dangerous dead branches—from weather and natural growth cycles--on the
cottonwoods. Low tree trimming has been sporadically done, but museum head
gardener, Carolyn Nelson recommends upper trimming all of the large, historic
cottonwoods for safety’s sake and the enhanced look of the museum grounds, A
USFS Strategic Planner/Forester has inventoried the trees and recommends the
trimming because of several very tall “widow-maker” branches that have been
created by weather conditions and which are dangerously close to falling,

The cottonwood tree trimming really is an overdue project, but funds for large
projects like this are hard to come by for the privately-funded museum. We can,
however, come up with some funds from a private donor to assist with the larger
project, if Laramie Garden Club could provide a substantial part of the funding.
Over the course of 15 years the buildings (interior and exterior) of the mansion
property have been restored and renovated at a cost near $550,000. Now, attention
to the trees on the historic grounds is a very necessary project to be addressed.

Are there water-conserving features to this project?
No, other than dead limbs are a drain on the health of the trees.

Are there educational aspects to this project?
No.

How will this project benefit the citizens of Laramie, Wyoming?

It will continue to enhance this showease of history to citizens and visitors to the
Laramie Plains Museum set on the grounds of the historic Ivinson Mansion. More
than 31,000 people visit the grounds each year between museum tours and special
events, educational venues, and rentals of the property and reception building. It is
in Laramie’s best interest to present this historic landmark with great landscaping.
